MEETING CALLED TO ORDER AT 7:10P.M.

Mrs. Diane Lewis announced that there would be a Church Live Auction on January 31st and they would welcome the community’s support.
President Willis advised those present that on January 6, 2015 the Queenstown Commissioners convened a special meeting for the purpose of adjourning into a closed session with the Town Attorney for legal advice.  The meeting occurred at 11:05 a.m. in the Town Office.  The persons present were President Willis, Commissioner Bowell, Commissioner Plumbo, Town Clerk Amy Moore, and Town Attorney Brynja Booth.  The closed session concluded at 12:01 p.m. at which time the Commissioners reconvened into a public session, and voted unanimously to join Mr. Waterman in filing a petition for judicial review of the County Commissioners’ decision to revers the zoning waiver that had been previously given.  Minutes from the January 6th meeting were tabled.
President Willis announced that the Commissioners try to select a Volunteer of the Year on an annual basis.  This year the Commissioners are pleased to announce that Mr. Frank Jewell is our 2014 Volunteer of the Year.  Mr. Jewell was presented with a certificate of appreciation and a town flag.

Suggestions: pay down debt; put towards capital – not operations

· Allocation fees

· Bay Restoration Fee (BRF) – info on website; re-apply annually

· Suggested that we publish water usage prior to meters and after meters – should have gone down, which is benefit of being metered

· Wheatland’s

· Property was annexed and County Commissioners granted the zoning waiver as requested.

· New County Commissioners first order of business was to reverse the decision.

· Waterman Family filed suit for review of the decision to reverse, and the Town joined suit.

· Process can continue while in litigation – needs to be development plan, which can be reviewed and refined during litigation wait period.  

· Steamboat Village Development

· Infrastructure started and should be completed by April 1st
· Apply for building permits in March 2015

· Town will check into HOA for development
· Need to be more pro-active in informing public of upcoming projects
