ATTENDANCE:

REGULAR MEETING:

PUBLIC WORKS:

Working on sedimentation pond at Queenstown Village.  Called SHA who will follow up on ditch to be cleaned along Rt. 18.  President Willis asked about ditch along Aker and highway.  Lane said in the works with SHA.  Sewer plant equipment on pad, concrete poured and next week roof put on.  Line that services water now that goes into head building comes from hydrant on Charity Lane.  Will tie into new water system and cap other one.  President Willis wants a price for the shutoff.

PLANNING:

Hogie Schuster informed the Planning Commission met on May 6, 2015.  They passed RESOLUTION NO 5-6-2015 A RESOLUTION OF THE QUEENSTOWN PLANNING COMMISSION TO DELEGATE THE AUTHORITY TO APPROVE AND ISSUE BUILDING PERMITS AND ZONING CERTIFICATES TO THE TOWN STAFF OR BUILDING INSPECTOR IN CERTAIN INSTANCES.  Discussed first 4 units applied for at Steamboat Village.

FINANCE:

Pat Bowell informed T-Mobile lease goes into effect June 1, 2015 for $2000 escalator, $2650 upon installation of new antenna with a 5% escalator cause on lease.  This is almost identical to the Sprint lease.  No update on Verizon.

Commissioner Bowell said trash lease is up soon.  We have a very favorable lease right now.  He called and talked to Don Lucas of Allied about renewing lease at same price.  If Allied is in favor we should stay with them.  President Willis motioned to stay with Allied tentative upon receipt of acceptance letter.  Commissioner Bowell seconded.  Vote: Aye-3 Nay-0.  If they don’t accept, we will have to bid out trash lease.

3. Received from the Queen Anne’s County Commissioners the municipal tax set-off at the level of funding provided in the County Commissioners FY16 proposed budget.  This total is for $100,195.

4. Letter received from Stories of the Chesapeake Heritage Area asking you to provide financial support of $500.  The Commissioners will take up at the budget hearings.

5. Letter received from State Highway Administration to be signed, stating Highway User Revenues are and will be used in compliance with all applicable laws.  President Willis signed.

6. Mosquito Control-President Willis motioned to have mosquito control for one more year at the price quoted, $7.50 per home for 300 homes for a price of $2,250.00.  Commissioner Plumbo seconded.  Vote: Aye-3 Nay-0.   Will look into for next year.
