Vote: Aye-3 Nay-0.
2. A Memorandum of Understanding between the Queenstown Commissioners and the Queen Anne’s County Department of Emergency Services, Office of the Fire Marshal to manage the Queen Anne’s County compliance with the State Fire Prevention Code.  Brynja has approved.  Rob Needy, Fire Marshal, informed all new commercial and residential building within the incorporated limits of Queenstown are now required to have sprinklers installed.  President Willis motioned to adopt the MOU with Queenstown and Queen Anne’s County Department of Emergency Services, Office of the Fire Marshal.  Commissioner Plumbo seconded.  Vote: Aye-3 Nay-0. President Willis signed the MOU.
3. The Commissioners discussed the new Queenstown sign to be erected in front of the Town Office.  Sign Crafters is giving the Town a 50% discount which will be $1800 built, and installed.  It is made of plastic board so it will not deteriorate.  This sign will be paid for by donations.  Commissioner Plumbo will work with Jeannie and John Fitzgerald on raising the funds.

4. The Commissioners were given a current copy of the contract with Miller Environmental and a copy of the proposed contract with Miller to be reviewed.  Town Attorney, Brynja Booth, will review. 

5. A Town resident is not happy with the Town trash collector.  Their contract is up 6-30-15.  We will need to put out to bid soon.
