MOSQUITO SPRAYING:  Queenstown is again participating in the Queen Anne’s County Mosquito Control Program, which is conducted by the Mosquito Control Section of the Maryland Department of Agriculture, under cooperative agreement with the County government.  Spraying in Queenstown will take place between the hours of 9:00 p.m. Sunday and 4:30 a.m. Monday bi-weekly (on average).  The density of the adult mosquito population will be measured by landing rate counts and mosquito light traps.  Spraying only takes place when the density of mosquitoes reaches a standard threshold and weather conditions are conducive to successful mosquito control.  To further assist in reducing mosquito annoyance, we encourage property owners to remove/empty all unnecessary water holding containers.
