BUDGET HEARING:  A public hearing on the FY2016 Government Wide Budget will be held at 7:00 p.m. on Wednesday, June 17, 2015 in the Town Office, 7013 Main St., Queenstown, MD.  The proposed budget was introduced at our May 27, 2015 meeting, and copies are available on our website at www.queenstown-md.com or at the Town Office.  

MOSQUITO CONTROL:  The Town is again under contract with the Maryland Dept. of Agriculture, in cooperation with the Queen Anne’s County Dept. of Public Works, to provide mosquito spraying here in Town.  We received notification our spray dates remain the same as last year; Tuesday nights, anytime during the hours of 9:00 p.m. and 4:30 a.m. Wednesday.   Please note that while a technician may not visit Queenstown every week (on average biweekly service), it will always be on our assigned night.  The density of the adult mosquito population will be measured by landing rate counts and CDC style light traps.  Spraying only takes place when the density of mosquitoes reaches a standard threshold and weather conditions are conductive to successful mosquito control.  The technicians are instructed to turn the sprayer off when they see people, and for this reason we ask that you remain inside on your assigned night during these hours.  If for some reason you are outside and hear/see the sprayer, please go inside. 

TRASH COLLECTION:  We have received several complaints about the trash company leaving trash on the ground following collection on Friday’s.  After doing a survey of the town one collection day, we found that there were over 30 cans out for collection that did not have lids.  All trash should be bagged, tied, and placed in cans with lids.  Any trash that falls or blows out of cans that are not lidded will not get picked up by the trash collector.  It is the resident’s responsibility to keep all trash bagged and/or canned WITH LIDS.  If trash is bagged and not placed in a can with a lid, it should be kept in a garage or shed and not put out until the morning of collection to keep animals from tearing into it.  Your cooperation in this matter is greatly appreciated.

BULK COLLECTION:  Bulk/yard waste collection is on Monday each week.  Please do not put your items out for collection until 48 hrs. prior to collection.  Materials that are bagged, such as lawn clippings, weeds, leaves, etc. should only contain those materials.  Please DO NOT put other trash, such as plastic planting pots, paper, containers, etc. in with those materials.  These items cannot be placed in the landfill in the same area as the yard waste.  
AGGRESSIVE DOGS:  There have been several incidents where dogs being walked by their owners have become aggressive towards other dogs, and even attacked other dogs, also being walked on leashes by their owners.  There have also been incidents where dogs, which appear to be confined to their own property by fencing, have escaped and attacked dogs being walked by their owners.  For the safety of all dogs in Queenstown, and their owners, please check to be sure that you have your dogs under your control at all times, whether by leash or by fencing.  Check to be sure there are no holes in your fences, or gates that do not close properly.  A lot of our residents enjoy walking their dogs throughout Town, and we do not want to see any dog, or their owner, suffer any injury.  Anyone with complaints about aggressive dogs should contact the Queen Anne’s County Animal Control at 410-758-2393.
DOCENTS NEEDED:    Queenstown is fortunate to have an integral part of our town and county history right here in the center of town!  Our colonial courthouse, the first in Queen Anne’s County, is an historical landmark and should be made available to anyone who would like to see it.  Docents are needed for the first Saturday of every month beginning April 2015 and running until October 2015 as part of the Queen Anne’s County Historical Site Consortium tour of historical landmarks.  Training will be provided.  Anyone interested in donating a couple hours of their time on any of these Saturdays can contact the Town Office.
REMINDERS – REMINDERS – REMINDERS!!!:

· Anyone interested in purchasing a Queenstown flag should contact the Town Office.  They are available for $25.

· If you need to remove a dead, dying or diseased tree from your property, a permit is required from the Town Office.  Mitigation is required in most areas of Town.  The permit process is very quick and there is no fee at this time for a tree removal permit.

· Before you sell your property, it is your responsibility to have the water and sewer lines tested.  The Town will not sign off on any deeds of transfer unless the testing has been completed and passed.  You can contact our office for more information.
