CONSUMER CONFIDENCE REPORT:
 The 2015 Consumer Confidence Annual Drinking Water Quality Report is now available on our website at www.queenstown-md.com.  This report is designed to inform Queenstown residents about the quality of water and services we deliver every day.  Our goal is to provide a safe and dependable supply of drinking water to our consumers.  We are proud to say that there were no violations of the Maximum Contaminant Levels dictated by the EPA. MOSQUITO SPRAYING:  Queenstown is again participating in the Queen Anne’s County Mosquito Control Program, which is conducted by the Mosquito Control Section of the Maryland Department of Agriculture, under cooperative agreement with the County government.  Spraying in Queenstown will take place between the hours of 9:00 p.m. Sunday and 4:30 a.m. Monday bi-weekly (on average).  The density of the adult mosquito population will be measured by landing rate counts and mosquito light traps.  Spraying only takes place when the density of mosquitoes reaches a standard threshold and weather conditions are conducive to successful mosquito control.  To further assist in reducing mosquito annoyance, we encourage property owners to remove/empty all unnecessary water holding containers.  A copy of the Standard Mosquito Control Operating Procedures is available on our website. 
RECYCLE/TRASH COLLECTION:  Just a reminder that recycling is bi-weekly on Wednesday’s, and trash is weekly on Friday.  Should a major holiday fall on a day during the week prior to either collection day, then one or both collections would be delayed by one day.  Please be sure your cans have properly fitting lids.  If trash is placed curbside in bags only, please double bag.  The truck driver is not responsible to clean up trash due to animals ripping open bags or bags being overloaded and breaking when picked up.  
DONATIONS:  In the last newsletter, we informed you of several community food and clothing drives.  Be advised that The Food for Thought Ministries, in conjunction with Shore Christian Fellowship in Queenstown, is no longer collecting food items, but is in great need of personal hygiene items and clothing.  Any of those items can be dropped off at the Shore Christian Fellowship or the Queenstown Town Office
