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Bulk Trash Collection - Just a friendly reminder that the Town offers weekly bulk collection of items such as brush, furniture, appliances, leaves/grass clippings, and more every Monday.  Some of the more important regulations in place for collection include:

· Tree limbs, branches, lumber, etc. must be cut to 5 ft. or less in length and 6 in. or less in diameter

· Grass clippings, leaves, twigs, flowerbed refuse, etc. must be bagged.  Please do not place the loose debris in trash cans or other open containers.

· Have items to be collected at street side no later than 6:00 a.m.

· Furniture and appliances are collected.  At this time there is no charge for appliances with a coolant (freezers, air conditioners, etc.)

· Please “scoop the poop” when out walking your dog!  We still have a few who do not respect the property of others.  We have several doggie waste stations around town, and several trash cans, for your convenience.  As always, thank you to those of you who do clean up after your pets!!

· All pets should be under the control of their owners at all times.  This includes cats.  Roaming dogs and cats can be a nuisance to property owners, as well as a danger in some cases.  Failure to do so may result in Animal Control being contacted.
