Voter registration may be made at the Town Office on Monday – Friday during regular office hours.  The final date of registration for voters to take part in the Queenstown election is Friday, October 16, 2015.  All persons who have not previously registered and desire to vote must register.
In order to qualify to register, you must:
(1)
be a citizen of the United States, and

(2)
be at least eighteen (18) years of age, and

(3)
have resided in the State of Maryland for at least one (1) year prior to November 2, 2015
You are not eligible to vote in the Queenstown election unless:
(1)
you are legally registered with the Queen Anne’s County Board of Supervisor of Elections AND received the Voter Registration Card notifying you that you are eligible to vote in all Federal, State, County and Town elections, OR

(2)
you are a registered voter with the Town of Queenstown
Applications for absentee ballots are available from the Town Clerk.  Applications must be completed and filed with the Clerk by Friday, October 23, 2015.  Absentee ballots will be mailed to applicants beginning October 9, 2015 and must be received by the Clerk no later than 4:00 p.m. on Monday, November 2, 2015.  Absolutely no applications for absentee ballots will be accepted after the October 23, 2015 deadline.
