To be eligible for the Office of Town Commissioner, the candidate must have resided within the incorporated limits of Queenstown for at least one hundred eighty (180) days prior to November 2, 2015  and be a qualified voter of the Town of Queenstown.  Proof of Residency will be required at the time of filing. On Monday, November 2, 2015 the voters will elect one (1) Commissioner for a term of three (3) years.
