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MARYLANDERS GROW OYSTERS PROGRAM:  The Chester River Association’s Marylanders Grow Oysters (MGO) program is starting off another season this September, and it’s coming to a dock near you!
The MGO program is a collaborative effort between CRA, Maryland’s Department of Natural Resources, Horn Point Labs, the Oyster Recover Partnership, and Washington College.  Chester River Association distributes cages of oyster spat on shell to MGO growers around the watershed who volunteer their time to care for young oysters and plant them on an oyster sanctuary the following summer. 

Oysters can filter up to 50 gallons of water a day, making them essential to improving water quality in the Chester River and the Chesapeake Bay. The oyster spat comes from Horn Point Labs and is delivered by the Oyster Recovery Partnership. CRA staff and volunteers fill the cages provided by DNR and distribute them to MGO growers in Kent and Queen Anne’s counties. 

The Town of Queenstown and the Queenstown Harbor Community Pier collectively host almost 50 cages of oysters each season. Additionally, there are homeowners throughout Queen Anne’s county that hang cages from their docks and plant them on the Strong Bay oyster bar near the mouth of the Chester River. The contributions of the volunteers in both Kent and Queen Anne’s counties have helped CRA plant over 200,000 oysters in the Chester River on two protected oyster sanctuaries.
