A regular meeting of the Queenstown Planning Commission was held on December 2, 2015 at 7:00 p.m. at the Town Office.  Present were Planning Commission members Don Regenhardt, Phil Snyder, Hogie Schuster and Betty White. Guests present were Peter Johnston, Town Planner, Mike Bowell and George Plumbo, Town Commissioners, Sean and Kelle Glass, John Graham and Donna Marsh.  Other attending guests, Willie Comegys, John and Eugenie Fitzgerald.
Phil Snyder, Chairman, brought the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. 
NEW BUSINESS
Guests’ Time:  
             1. 306 Del Rhodes Avenue:  Mr. John Graham, owner, addressed the Planning Commission to seek a variance on a side setback for a proposed new home on the lot.  He presented a survey plat of his property along with an elevation sketch for review.  After detailed discussion, it was determined that the Planning Commission can grant the requested 5.3 foot variance, subject to notification of adjacent property owners.  Mr. Johnston agreed to draft the letter to the adjacent property owners.  
2. Town Commissioners Updates
a.  Wastewater Treatment Plant: Mike Bowell reported that the wastewater

treatment plant start up is progressing on schedule and should be up and running by mid-December.  Don Regenhardt inquired as to how many people will be necessary to maintain and monitor the new plan.  Mr. Bowell did not have an answer but will try to get an estimate.
OLD BUSINESS

Pending requests and permits 
         1.  Bowlingly:  Sean Glass, owner, presented the Planning Commission a proposed wedding event plan for this property.  After detailed discussion, Peter Johnston suggested that the owners will need to apply for a Special Exception for adaptive use of an historical structure with the Board of Appeals.  However, the Town must first adopt a text amendment to its Ordinance.  Mr. Johnston was asked to draft the text amendment along with any other suggested amendments for presentation at the January Planning Commission meeting. 
2.  500 Del Rhodes Avenue:  Donna Marsh, the current tenant of this property, again addressed the Planning Commission regarding her zoning certificate application.  Although she presented a new proposed parking plan, it was not measured to scale.  She was directed to return with a specific parking and ingress and egress plan.

1. Peter Johnson will check on the status of the Annual Report and also on the five-year Comprehensive Plan assessment report.
