Planning Commission Minutes

March 4, 2015

A regular meeting of the Queenstown Planning Commission was held on March 4, 2015 at 7:30 p.m. at the Town Office.  Present were Planning Commission members Al Hardee, Don Regenhardt, Hogie Schuster, and Betty White. Guests present were Peter Johnston, Town Planner, George Palumbo, Town Commissioner, Tom Davis, Bill and Heather Comegys. 
Hogie Schuster, Chairman, brought the meeting to order. 
NEW BUSINESS
1. Guests’ Time:   
(a)  Comegys/Ebb Tide Site Plan Review: Tom Davis presented the proposed final site plan and landscaping plan for this project.  He indicated there are minor revisions concerning bioretention ponds but these will be resolved soon.   After further discussion it was moved by Don Regenhardt, seconded by Al Hardee, that the Comegys/Ebb Tide final site plan be approved, conditioned upon the Town Engineer’s approval of the storm water management plan.  
This motion was carried unanimously.

2. Town Commissioners Updates:  
                  2.1 Wastewater Treatment Plant:  George Palumbo reported that construction is substantially behind schedule with only about 33% being complete vs. expected 55%.  Much of the delay is weather related and the Commissioners and Bob Rauch are working with the contractor to add additional personnel to meet the proposed completion deadline of December, 2015.
